* Optional: Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI).
Our MRI scans are safe and non-invasive.
They do NOT involve contrast dyes,
needles, or radiation exposure.
On these images, we can see which brain areas
are affected by stroke. We can also see which
brain areas are normally active during a certain
task (e.g., solving a spatial puzzle), and which
other brain areas can take over when these
areas are affected by stroke.
